This powerhouse combination of the Berlin Philharmonic, Daniel Barenboim (conductor), and Alisa
Weilerstein (cello) has the ability to inspirit any music lover. The performance is taking place in
Oxford’s small jewel like Sheldonian Theatre at 10am, 1% May 2010. You can look forward to a
programme of Richard Wagner: Die Meistersinger von Nurnberg, Prelude to Act 3, Edward Elgar:

Each year the Berlin Philharmonic orchestra (arguably the world’s most famous orchestra) selects a
venue of cultural importance in a different European city for a televised performance to mark its
founding in 1882.

Daniel Barenboim is thrilled to be collaborating with the very talented cellist, Alisa Weilerstein.
Among Barenboim’s multitude of achievements are his many Grammy Award wins as a conductor
and pianist. He has also become a successful recording artist and author. In 2007 he received an

honorary degree from the University of Oxford, Doctor of Music (D,Mus).

The Brahms symphonies with their rich sonorities and characterful solos are central to this orchestra’s
history and style and remain at the heart of its repertoire. Elgar’s concerto is a newer introduction but
for Daniel Barenboim it is a work with a strong personal reference. For this performance he introduces
the young soloist Alisa Weilerstein, a natural, impassioned virtuoso who is making her mark on the

international stage.
